Today, mobile communication devices become anindispensable component of people's daily lives; they form not onlywireless communication networks but also the social networks, whichreflect the behaviours of mobile devices' carriers. In mobilecommunication networks, the social behaviours of mobile devices may beexploited for networking optimization, motivating to the high-efficiencyof information delivery and resource usage. In this talk, we firstexplore the social aspects existing in wireless mobile networks anddiscuss their measurements. Then, we address some examples to illustratethe applications of social aspects in wireless networking optimization.At the end, we discuss the extensions of applications as well as thechallenges.
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
