报告人简介：
    Philip Earis studied at Cambridge University, UK, where he was a researcher in the physics laboratory. In 2003 he joined the Royal Society of Chemistry (RSC) as an Editor, working on the journal Physical Chemistry Chemical Physics (PCCP). He became the Managing Editor of the journal in 2006. PCCP is the largest journal published by the RSC, with over 16000 pages in the current volume. Research into more sustainable energy is one of the biggest challenges the world faces, and in 2008 Philip created the new journal Energy & Environmental Science, attracting Professor Nathan Lewis (Caltech) as the inaugural Editor-in-Chief. The journal has become quickly established, and received a first official impact factor of 8.50 in June 2010, ranking it as number 1 of all 181 journals in its ISI subject category. In 2009 Philip launched a further new journal, Nanoscale, in partnership with Professor Chunli Bai (Beijing), the first Editor-in-Chief. This journal also attracts much attention, and will receive its first Impact Factor in June 2011.

Philip remains as Managing Editor for Energy & Environmental Science Impact | Nanoscale | Physical Chemistry Chemical Physics (PCCP) | Faraday Discussions. He leads a team of 15 Editors in the Cambridge office, and over the three journals receive nearly 6000 submissions a year. He has much travel to meet current and potential authors, readers, referees and Board members, and find out about their research..
